GENERAL BREEDING AGREEMENT
The following contract outlines the terms and conditions set with respect to any mare visiting West Coast Arabians for any period of time for the purpose of being served by the stallion West Coast Acharon (S21005).

    *  Whilst at West Coast Arabians all care will be taken and reasonable steps made to ensure the safety of mares.   In the event of an injury/incident it will be at the discretion of West Coast Arabians as to whether veterinary advice will be sought.  Any additional costs and veterinary fees due to injury will be the responsibility of the mare owner/leasee.

    *  Mares will not be accepted without a current clean swab certificate- unless they are a maiden mare.
    *  Any mares that display signs of illness will not be accepted.
    *  Any mare may be refused acceptance at the discretion of West Coast Arabians.

Any fees accumulated will still apply.

    *  The Stud Fee for the 2011/2012 season is $990 (incl GST)  and is payable on a 45 day positive pregnancy test.  Arrangement for and associated costs of the pregnancy tests are the responsibility of the mare owner/leasee.  In the event the mare owner chooses not to pregnancy test at 45 days, then the service fee is payable at 45 days from the date of the last service.  
     *  There is a Handling Charge of $250 (incl GST) payable on collection of the mare (regardless of the pregnancy outcome) .  A non-refundable booking fee of $100 will be required to ensure your mare will be booked to West Coast Acharon.  The booking fee will be deducted from  the service fee.

     *  Agistment is $66 per week or $10 per day.  This includes feeds stabling, paddocking.  The Agistment costs are payable on collection of the mare.

     *  In the event that the mare is returned to West Coast Arabians in the same breeding season, these same Terms and Conditions apply with the exception of the swab certificate.  However, at the discretion of West Coast Arabians, a veterinary exam and certificate may be required.

     *  In the event that the mare causes unreasonable damage to property, then the mare owner/leasee will be responsible for costs associated with the damage.

     *  In the event that the mare is considered to pose an unreasonable danger or threat to the stallion or handlers, she will not be naturally served.  In this case, Artificial Insemination may be considered after consultation with mare owner/leasee.  Any charges associated with the handling/agistment will still be payable and the service fee remains the same for AI. 
     *  West Coast Arabians will not be held responsible for any matter arising from mares being housed or served on the property.

This document is current for the breeding season 2011/2012.  

The mare owner/leasee has read, signed and agreed to the terms and conditions set in this document.  A signed copy of this document has been given to the mare owner/leasee.  Further special arrangements are written below to eliminate any misunderstanding to any party in relation to this document and the service and/or accommodation of any mare.
